PROPERTY SPECIFICATIONS:

Use of the Property by the Client and the Caterer shall include and be limited to the 

following:



(1)
Basic maintenance of property by Owner for presentable use by Caterer 

(.i.e., grass mowed, area cleaned of debris and trash, and plants trimmed).



(2)
Use of 2 bathrooms, mini sink for caterer, and work station area. Owner shall designate restricted areas of the property in writing to Caterer



(3)
On-site location coordinator provided by Owner.



(4)
Parking space where feasible on the Property. World of Aloha will provide personnel to direct parking for the event.



(5)
Owner shall not be liable for any illnesses and/or injuries incurred by guests or Caterer*s employees on the property.



(6)
Owner will provide perimeter lighting along road within the Property and at the side and at the event site.



(7)
Client and Caterer shall have the use of the pavilion located on the Property and the adjacent lawn.



(8)
Security of premises shall be controlled by the Owner.



(9)
Torches will be set up to help create a romantic Hawaiian environment.



(10)
One Hawaiian Hut Bar to be provided.



(11)
Bathrooms will be cleaned during the event and paper supplies replenished.



(12)
One (1) canoe for use as a cooler for soft drinks and similar beverages.



(13)
A sound system and operator shall be provided by Owner for the event, the specifications of such sound system to be determined by Owner, in its sole discretion.

CATERER’S RESPONSIBILITIES:


(1)
Caterer to be responsible for complete clean-up of the property. Caterer to provide trash bags for each of the trash cans located at or near the event site. Caterer must insure removal of trash and all equipment and other personal property brought onto the Property by Caterer and its employees, contractors, guest and invitees.



(2)
Caterer is responsible for any damages to property outside of normal wear and tear attributable to the use of the Property by the Caterer and its employees, contractors, suppliers and vendors.



(3)
Owner shall not be liable for any illnesses and/or injuries incurred on or about the Property by Caterer and its employees, contractors, suppliers and vendors and guests and invitees of the Client.



(4)
Caterer must maintain a policy of liability insurance in an amount not less than $2,000,000.00, which policy shall name the Owner and its shareholders, officer, directors and employees any third parties required by Owner additional insureds and shall be in such form and provide such coverage as Owner shall reasonably require. Such coverage shall include, without limitation to the generality of the foregoing, liquor liability insurance. Caterer shall, prior to the event contemplated hereby, provide Owner with a certificate of such insurance issued by an insurance company authorized to do business in the State of Hawaii.



(5)
Caterer shall take full responsibility for any damages, injuries, or illnesses relating to the distribution or consumption of alcohol and shall defend, indemnify and hold Owner harmless for any liability therefor or in connection therewith.



(6)
Caterer shall suspend service of alcoholic beverages to guests who are or appear to be intoxicated or who shall be deemed to be intoxicated by security personnel.



(7)
Owner will not be liable for failure to carry out event arrangements due to acts of God or Nature, or the existence of other conditions such as power failure or other occurrences which are beyond the ability of the owner to control.



(8)
Caterer will ensure that the volume of music and public address systems shall be at a moderate level. Amplification must be terminated at or before 9:00 p.m. Speakers shall be faced toward the ocean in order to minimize sound distribution in the direction of neighboring properties and highways. A back flap and two (2) short side flaps, one on each side, for the tent in which the event is to be held, shall be provided by Client directly behind and to either side of musicians, audio equipment and speakers, in order to comply with requirements of the City and County of Honolulu.



(9)
Any tent erected upon the Property by Caterer or its Client shall be removed not later than 12:00 noon of the day following the Event. Caterer shall arrange with Owner’s staff for access to the Property for such removal.

ADDITIONAL DEPOSITS:
Caterer shall, upon execution of this Agreement, make additional deposits with the Owner, as follows:



(1)
The sum of One Hundred and 00/100 Dollars ($100.00) as security for the performance of Caterer’s obligations under this Agreement to leave the Property, including, without limitation to the generality of the foregoing, the mini sink and work station area provided for Caterer’s use, as set forth above, in a clean and neat condition. Owner shall be entitled to retain such deposit to reimburse it for costs and expenses incurred for cleaning the Property to the extent such cleaning shall not have been performed by Caterer to Owner’s reasonable satisfaction.



(2)
If a Tent shall be erected upon the Property for the Event by the Caterer, Caterer shall deposit the additional sum of One Hundred and 00/100 Dollars ($100.00) as security for the removal thereof within the time specified above. In the event Caterer shall fail to so remove such Tent, Owner shall be entitled to retain such deposit to reimburse Owner for additional costs necessarily incurred for having its staff present at the time of such removal.

The Owner will not be liable for any injuries or damages to persons or for loss or damage to items of personal property. Caterer shall be solely responsible for all property requiring special security protection. The owner reserves the right to remove from the Property any person or persons who may become disorderly, as determined by Owner’s security personnel or other representative.
